During our "Focus on Ability" pillar, we tried to answer the question - "What would it be like if we came to Religious Education in a wheelchair"?  We all took turns experiencing this, and here's what we found:

We could barely fit through the gate of the playground, and the sand makes it impossible to roll.  Even if we could roll, there isn't anything that could be played with on the playground if you were in a wheelchair.

We couldn't get a drink of water at the water fountain

We weren't able to push the bathroom doors open - they're too heavy!

When we came up the wheelchair ramp from the parking lot, we had some crashes!  The ramp is tipped and made us roll toward the not very sturdy railing.

When we made our way through the parking lot, there are a lot of very rough places, especially at the bottom of the ramp.  

When we came in the front door, those doors are heavy!  We could push the button for the automatic doors at the front, but there isn't a button at the back door, which we use to get to the patio and the playground.

When we try to roll into the classrooms, many are cluttered with garbage cans and don't open all the way because of the stuff being stored behind the doors.  Some kids almost hit their heads on the door handles because the doors won't open completely!

When we used the lifts, there weren't any signs to tell us where the lift would take us, but we're glad to see they all have signs now!  We're very glad that we could go to any level of the building in the lifts.

We hope we can ALL work together to make our church a place where everyone can come to Religious Education!
